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	Aims and scope of the Journal

The LATIN AMERICAN JOURNAL OF ORGANIC GEOCHEMISTRY is devoted to basic and applied aspects of organic geochemistry. Its scope includes papers about crude oil, gases, source rocks, coal, organic matter in recent environments and environmental organic geochemistry, as well as the role of organic substances in the geochemical cycle of various elements associated with organic matter. 

The journal aims mainly to stimulate the development of organic geochemistry in Latin America, but contributions from other parts of the world are welcome. The different kinds of contributions to be published include papers with results of original research, proceeding of symposia, reviews, book reviews, comments on recent papers and letters to the editor. 
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All manuscripts and correspondence must be sent to the Head  Editor Dr. Liliana López. Universidad Central de Venezuela. Facultad de Ciencias. Instituto de Ciencias de la Tierra Apdo. 3895, Caracas 1010-A, Venezuela.

Only papers that have not been published in other journals, either whole or in part, will be considered for publication. 

Manuscripts may be submitted in any one of the three following languages: portuguese, spanish or english. 

The paper’s title must be written in capital letters, centered followed by authors’s name and affiliations of the corresponding authors, also the e-mail address must be indicated.

Each paper must contain an abstract in English and another in Portugese or Spanish.

The length of the abstract should not exceed 200 words.

The abstract must be followed by five keywords in the same language. 

Papers should have not less than 10 and no more than 25 pages, numbered, double spaced and with 2.5 cm margin on all borders.

Tables and figures  must be prepared on separate pages and accompanied by legends also on separate pages. 
All tables and figures must be in final form, ready for printing. 

References in text should begin with author’s name followed by publication date, e.g. Perez (1990) or (Perez, 1990); Perez and Gutierrez (1990) or (Perez and Gutierrez, 1990);  Perez et al . (1990) or (Perez et al., 1990).

The list of references should be prepared according to the rules given in the journal Organic Geochemistry.

Three copies and electronic version must be send to the head editor. 

Authors of accepted papers will receive a set of proofs for checking printing errors. If there is more than one author, the authors to whom proofs should be sent must be clearly indicated.

Ten reprints of each paper are supplied without charge. Additional reprints may be ordered using the form included with the proofs. These additional reprints must be paid by the requester.
